Explanation by Bill Brake for variance request.  Applicant wishes to split a 35 acre parcel 
  with an existing residence into a 10 acre parcel with residence and 330’ of road frontage 

  and the remaining 25 acre parcel would have less than the required 330’ of road 

  frontage and would remain in farmland forever.

Deliberation between ZBA members on facts and information presented to them.  Review of Locke Township Zoning Ordinance Section 6.07 B-Standards, not met.  Review of ZBA decision checklist.  

Motion Cook, second Schulz to deny the road frontage variance because it does not meet 

  Standards set forth in Section 6.07 B and is not justified according to the following:


1.  The applicant’s lot is not unique when compared to other lots in the same zone.

2.  The property can reasonably be used in a manner which is consistent with the      

     requirements of the Zoning Ordinance.

3.  Applicant would not be denied privileges enjoyed by neighboring properties 

     if denied.
4.  The need for the variance is created by the applicant.

5.  The variance would create an undesirable precedent.

6.  The variance is contrary to the intent and purpose of the zoning ordinance.

7.  The variance does not constitute the minimum action necessary to permit  

      reasonable use of the land and buildings.
